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               Letôs get back to Church and Back to the Bible! 
  
  Last year we participated in a nationwide movement called ñBack to Church Sundayò 
 (www.backtochurchsunday.com).  The idea was simple, but powerfulé.. ñWill you go to Church with 
 me?ò  Another way to say this: ñI love my churchéyou will too.ò  The best advertisement for a 
 growing church is positive, satisfied people! Studies show that over 80% of people who are invited 
 will come to a church service, but only about 2% of Christians actually invite someone!  
   
  The world around us desperately needs Godôs love and Godôs truth. How will they find it?  Who 
 will show them the way?  How can we make a difference? Of course we are not perfect, but we pray 
 that people will see Christ in our lives!  
   
  Of course going to the church (i.e. for services) is more than just an activity. We are the church.  
 We will get something out of it, if we put our hearts into it! To get the most of our experience each 
 week, there are some habits, some disciplines to instill in our lives and families. For example:  
 
  1. Choose one of our worship services, (9:30 or 11am) attend each week, and get to know the  
      worshippers who sit nearby you. Good habits make an impact! 
  2. Pray for God to do a special work each week in the people of the congregationéòGod speak to 
      my heart and others also.ò  ñMay your Spirit do a new work in peopleôs hearts today!ò 
  3. Be open to ministry to others and to receive from others.  Ask God to use you in the lives of  
      others, but also for him to speak to you through people. Find supportive relationships through  
      the ministries of the chu rch, Sunday school and youth programs. 
  4. Keep yourself in Godôs word each day. Learn something new and fresh in your relationship  
      with Christ. The Christian life is a battle and we fight it with Godôs word! Start a new approach  
      in your devotional life. Read through the Bible or take one of our devotionals. Find a    
      supportive prayer partner or small group, or Sunday School class to help you to grow.  
 
  Itôs up to all of us to make our church and congregation a welcoming and affirming place for 
 people to grow, to learn and to serve Christ!  
  
  Letôs expect a great year of Godôs power and presence and life in our midst!
